The Story of the West Covina Symphony

Once upon a time...there was a real symphony orchestra thriving in the city of West Covina,
complete with holiday concerts, volunteers, children’s concerts, and opportunities for everyone to
hear fantastic music - usually free! The symphony was in its prime in the late 1960’s and 70’s - and
that’s when Sylvia Mann began to perform with them. She was still a student in the West Covina
Public Schools, but she held her own as one the top musicians of the West Covina Symphony
Orchestra. Upon finishing her schooling, Sylvia went on to become a professional conductor,
composer and violist, performing all over the world.

When Sylvia returned to West Covina to live, she found that the symphony was gone, and she
decided to do something about that! Many community organizations have now joined in the work
of helping us rebuild the symphony: from the City of West Covina, to the Chamber of Commerce,
the Historical Society, the Women’s Club, the Greater West Covina Business Association, the
Regional Chamber of Commerce, to Churches and community clubs, everyone is getting involved.
Communities need symphony orchestras - we need music of all types. Now — we are able to hear a
symphony right here! No long drives, no parking hassles downtown. Instead, we can enjoy the
music right here in our hometown. Our children will [earn the beauty of all types of music. Our
quality of life improves with every note.

Music brings people together and enriches our lives. We need all the music we can get! Our
purpose is to enrich our community by engaging audiences and inspiring a love of music through
exciting live symphony performances, innovative programming, and educational outreach.

Under the baton and dynamic leadership of Dr. Sylvia Lee Mann, the West Covina Symphony
Orchestra, in its first season of operation (2008/9), presented a full season of four full-orchestra
concerts, an additional full orchestra summer pops concert, as well as performing at several other
community functions, including the lighting of the annual Holiday Tree for the City of West
Covina, the Contract Cities conference, the West Covina Rose Float Family Celebration, and the
Historical Society Annual Banquet. We more than tripled our concert attendance, and we now boast
an orchestra of over 60 musicians at every concert. Musicians range in age from 14 — 81, and come
from all over Southern California to perform with our orchestra. Some even tell stories of rediscover-
ing their passion for life through playing in the symphony, of finding healing through their music.
Soloists of international renown are literally “lining up” to perform with us. What a tribute to our
community! Volunteers are onboard (more are welcome, and needed!) helping with every event.

Our educational outreach program is underway,
offering free concerts for local area schools, a music
academy offering music lessons and master WesT Covina SymrHONY ORCHESTRA
classes, and a solo competition for music students,
featuring the winners at an annual concert with
the orchestra.

The West Covina Symphony Orchestrais now accepting applications for this season’s Young
Artist Competition. Young musicians may audition for a chance to perform with the Orchestra and

win a cash prize. The competition date is March 13, 2010.”

1. Eligibility
The West Covina Symphony Young Artists Competition is open to musicians through the twelfth grades
residing in and attending school in the United States. Students of strings, winds, brass, percussion and piano are
eligible to enter in one category only. First place winners of previous 2 years are not eligible to compete. The winner
must be available for rehearsals and publicity as required. The winner provide the Symphony with (x2) B/W
photos, sized 2 x 2 inches and biography of not more than soo words within two weeks of competition.

2. Repertoire
Acceptable [iterature for the competition includes any one movement from any work in the standard concerto
repertoire. Works associated with the student repertoire may be selected if they are original works. Transcriptions
or arrangements are not acceptable unless transcribed by the original composer. Memorization is preferred but not
required. All works must have orchestral parts readily available in the United States. Special permission is needed
for complete concertos in a single movement. Please contact the Symphony office
YoungArtists@westcovinasymphony.com to request permission Applicants must submit the official application
form, properly signed (also signed by the applicants parent if applicant is under the age of 18). Application,
together non-refundable $50 application fee must be received by the Symphony at the address below by January 15,
2010.

3. Selection
The selection committee will select and notify competitors on or about Feb 1, 2010. Selection to be performed shall
not exceed 1§ minutes and must have a readily available orchestra accompaniment and be the selection the student
intends to play with the Orchestra.

4. Accompanists
All entrants must perform with live accompaniment. Accompanists are the responsibility of each entrant.
Entrants are strongly encouraged to bring their own accompanists, however, a [imited number of assigned
accompanists are available. The additional fee for an assigned accompanist is $100. If a WCSO assigned
accompanist is requested, the additional $100 non-refundable accompanist fee must be enclosed with the
application form or the application will not be accepted. It is the responsibility of the entrant to contact the
accompanist and arrange a mutually convenient time for rehearsal.

5. Performance
Winner will perform as a soloist with the Symphony at the April 6, 2010. Winner will also attend the final three
Tuesday evening rehearsals prior to concert performances. A $300 First Place Award will be presented at the final
concert. If a second place winner is selected for performance, they will also attend the rehearsals and they will
receive a $150 cash award. Third place winner, if selected, will receive a $100 cash award.

6. Judges Decision.
The decision of the judges shall be final. If, in the opinion of the judges, the quality of performances at the
auditions is not at a sufficiently high level, they may recommend that no award be given this year.

7. Relatives
Relatives of symphony musicians may apply if independent judges are used.

9. Disqualification
Failure to comply with these rules and with any supplemental rules issued by the West Covina Symphony
Orchestra can result in disqualification of the applicant and/or forfeiture of any award.

10. Interpretation
Application and interpretation of the above rules shall be at the sole discretion of the West Covina Symphony
Orchestra.
